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Chord Form 2…

Is exactly the same as chord form 1, this time the root note of the chord/s are on the 5th string (A string), as you can see on the chord sheet I have given you. You will find 20 chords grouped into 4 families, major chords, dominant chords, minor chords and assortment of diminished, augmented and altered chords. Not all of the chords are bar chords, so it is important to look at the shape & fingerings of the chords. Try to mentally stain these chord shapes into your head as it will help you remember the chords without looking them up. I recommend you practise all chord forms 1 & 2 as a warm up.
Find That Chord…
Chords are basically co-ordinates, to find a chord simply look for the root note of the chord on the 5th string, which is the handout of all the chord shapes.  Then look for what type of family the chord belongs to and put them together. Work out the following chords: Dm7, D7, Do7, Dmaj7, Gm9, Abmaj6, C11, C13, Bb7, Eb6/9, D#m7b5, Em9, F7, B9, Em/maj7, Em7, Em6, A7sus4, Bbo7, D6/9, E+, F#+, G7#5, Cmaj7, Db13, C6/9, C#m9, Db13, F#m7b5, Bbmaj7, F#m6.

Take the Short Cut (find the nearest chords/root)…
In some pieces of music it's easier to play the chords with root notes on the 5th string in conjunction with chords which have root notes on the 6th. The basic rule is economy of movement. You should always be moving to the closest root accessible position, regardless of which string the chords root note appears on. A good player will always find the easiest way of moving through the music.
Chord Studies…
Five chord exercises are written at the end of this handout. Before you play through them find out which chords are to be used for chord form 1 and which ones for chord form 2, then start working out the progressions until you can play them without stopping.

Remember…

1. All chords are moveable (300 chords).

2. Root note is on the 5th string.

3. The chords are grouped into families.

4. Not all of the chords are bar chords.

5. Look at the shape of the chords as well as the fingering.

6. Think of each chord as a co-ordinate.

7. Use the closest root note for playing the chords together using chords forms 1          & 2.

8. Warm up with the chords each day.
